An annual charity dinner raised funds of 
QR 17.6 million, which are being used to maintain and increase the 
volume and quality of SDC services. This was more than twice the 
targeted amount. 

Qatar Foundation’s belief in the family as the natural and fundamental 
group unit of society is supported at a more academic level by the 
Doha International Institute for Family Studies and Development. 
It has published materials related to the 2004 Doha International 
Conference for the Family and made three TV documentaries under 
the title ‘What Makes the Family Meaningful?’ In collaboration with 
Texas A&M University it has created a database on family matters 
called FAMIS.
